Janet, a quilt artist from West Des Moines, lowa,
has been designing quilts for 25 years. She has
won many awards and has quilts published in
several quilt magazines. In addition to individual
patterns, Janet authored the book Applique, the
Basics and Beyond. An avid flower gardener,
she takes inspiration from her own garden. She
finds that the color variations in hand dyed fabric
and batiks add to the natural feel of her designs.
Most of her quilts are embellished with
decorative threads stitched to add texture and
color to the flowers and leaves.

Embellishing

Using one of the Garden Gems flowers as a pattern, participants will
explore machine appliqué using paper backed fusible web. Basic
machine utility stitches (zigzag and blind hem), decorative stitches
and free-motion zigzag stitches will be explored and used in the
project. We will close with a short course in hand beading to add
sparkle to any quilt.

Workshop (9:30 — 4:00 ): “Quilts
from Vintage Linens”

Per member’s request, we are
repeating this workshop.

Janice shows how to rescue and
restyle those partially stained or
torn vintage linens and turn them
into charming quilts to treasure.

In the morning, you will use
embroidered dresser scarves,
pillowcases, or tablecloths to get 6”
squares. The more squares, the
bigger the quilt. Trading with
friends to get a variety is allowed! Vintage or reproduction fabrics cut into 1.5” strips are to be
used to frame the blocks.

The afternoon session will focus on a quilt as you go method to utilize ivory damask napkins or
tablecloths, and vintage edging, laces and doilies to make 12” squares. Make as many as you
want.

Janice will have vintage items for sale for those who want to supplement their supply.
