Directions for the 2022 Quilt Show name tag

Jen and I will have kits available at the March meeting.  We will be using scraps from the raffle quilt. The name tag is quite simple as it is a 4 ½ inch unfinished square from the quilt pattern.

You will need:   

· Three 2 ½ inch squares of a light fabric. (Reserve 1 square for the darker rectangle.)

· Two 2 ½ inch squares of a darker/brighter fabric and one 2 ½ x 4 ½ inch darker rectangle.

· A 5 inch square of batting and a 5 inch square of backing fabric

· Embellishments:  Beads, small buttons, rick-rack, ribbons, multicolored threads, etc.

Directions:

1. Make two half square triangles from the 2 ½ inch squares.

2. Press toward the light side.

3. Sew the ½ square triangles together tip to tail (broad side).  See the attached color picture for alignment. 

4. Make a folded-corner unit with the 2 ½ x 4 ½ rectangle and the 2 ½ inch light colored square.

5. Trim and press to the light side.

6. Attach the rectangle unit to the ½ square triangle unit. Again see the attached color picture for alignment.

7. Write the date and name of the show as seen in the picture.  Put your name in the area of the large rectangle.

8. The block may be finished by binding or have a raw edge.  

9. Have some fun embellishing your name tag.

May be worn as a pin or necklace.

Jen and I will judge the best name tags at the May meeting.  Possible categories are:  Best thread work, Best use of embellishments, and Positively Las Vegas.
